Articles published in Dong Nai Technology University Journal of Science and Technology are written in Vietnamese or English on A4 paper size (210 mm x 297 mm), font Times new Roman (Unicode), font size 11; top margin: 1.5cm; Bottom: 1.5cm, left 2.5cm, right 1cm. The content of the article is divided into 2 columns.

The contents are presented in this section such as: background, research context, importance of the research, literature review, identification of research problems, indication of the research’s novelty, and research objectives; avoiding lengthy, detailed presentations or just listing and summarizing previous studies.

2. METHODOLOGY
The methodology is described in full details so that other researchers can apply it. Specific contents include: research design, research object, research location and time, sample size and sampling, research tools and techniques of information collection, data analysis, etc. Published methods should be cited and described if modified.

3. FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION
The results/findings of the research are presented in this section, to answer the research questions; the important results should be presented in a logical order; interpret briefly, clearly, coherently, not simply repeat the data in the table/figure, especially truthful with the results. Discussions, explanations, comparisons with the results of previous studies are also presented. Limitations of the study are stated if any.

3.1. How to write bullet points
The manuscript has no more than two levels of bullet points. How to write the bullet points is illustrated as follows:

3.2. Figure and table
Figures are presented clearly, with high resolution. Figures are numbered in order, for example: Figure 1, Figure 2,... The figure’s name is below the figure, centered. If there is a citation, the source must be cited.

The title of the table is above the table and numbered in sequence, for example: Table 1, Table 2,... Similar to the regulations as shown in the figure, if there is a citation, the source must be cited.

3.4. Scientific names
Scientific names are italicized, write the full word in the first writing, then it is necessary to consistently use abbreviations throughout the article, for example: write the full name Escherichia coli at the first time, E. coli from the second written time.

3.5. Abbreviations
An abbreviation is used when it is repeated at least twice in the article. Abbreviations should be introduced at the first appearance, then used consistently throughout the manuscript.

3.6. Units of measurement
Units of measurement are written with one space (e.g., 5 mL, 5 kg) except percentage and temperature (e.g., 10%, 100(C).

4. CONCLUSION
The conclusion must be clear and concise on the basis of the results of the research; state the meanings of the study, propose further research directions; do not repeat the study results.
